November was indeed a very busy month at the Snohomish Com-
munity Food Bank what with food drives and the Thanksgiving 
holiday. Snohomish High School, the Freshmen Campus and at 
least three elementary schools each had their own drives that had 
to be picked up , sorted and stored. Early in the month, the direc-
tor, Daryl Bertholet, put out the call for extra volunteer help and 
the community answered, especially our Tillicum club. It seemed 
like every time a load was processed and put away, another load 
would show up the next day and it looked as if nothing had been 
done, the back room was full again!    
On the week before Thanksgiving, it was obvious there was not 
enough turkey for distribution during the holiday week, Daryl put 
out another call, this time for turkey and again the community re-
sponded. Every family that came on Thanksgiving week received 
turkey in one form or another, with families of four or larger getting 
a large turkey. Tuesday of that week was a record for food distri-
bution, 175 families were served including 50 new ones. Whew, 
that was some kind of a busy day! 
But it was not finished yet another big shipment came in at the 
end of the month and luckily a storage unit was rented for two 
months to the Food Bank at a dollar per month otherwise there 
would have been not enough room to store the food.

James Hansen Memorial School Shoe Fund    
 
The James Hansen Memorial School Shoe Fund actually had its© beginning more than 40 years ago. At 
the suggestion of Stan Berentsen, principal of Emerson School, some of the PTA mothers started bring-
ing children©s outgrown clothing to school for children who might need them. This continued for several 
years, until the Assistance League of Everett, who operated Operation School Bell, invited us to join 
with them. Since they had facilities and contacts much larger than ours, we accepted. To this day, they 
are doing a fabulous job of helping children in the surrounding school districts. 
  
However, they could not handle the need for shoes so we agreed to take care of that problem. About 
this time, the minister of the Baptist Church handed Marian Berge, who was Community Volunteer Coor-
dinator for the Snohomish School District, $25.00 and told her to use it for shoes for the kids (shoes 
were much cheaper in those days)! 
 
For the next few years St. Hilda©s of the Episcopal Church donated $200.00 a year to this shoe 
fund. As the program became known we received contributions from many sources-other churches, ser-
vice clubs, PTA groups, neighborhood clubs, and individuals.

In 1983, a popular teacher at Central School, James Hansen, died. He and his wife, Helen, had been 
strong supporters of the shoe fund, and Helen gave us a generous bequest in Jim©s memory. We had 
recently applied to the IRS for non-profit status, which we received. At this time, we formally renamed 
the project the James Hansen Memorial School Shoe Fund.  
 
In the succeeding years, the program has consistently been very successful because of continued sup-
port. Every dollar contributed to the Shoe Fund goes to the cost of the shoes for the kids in our com-
munity. Incidental expenses (such as mileage, postage, etc.) have always been absorbed by our won-
derful volunteers!

Then a red light came on. This new prospect wanted to know why I was so involved and interested in 
Kiwanis. I began to tell him my Kiwanis story. I related how Kiwanis had changed my life. How I have 
been so enriched through my Kiwanis experiences. How I had learned the true meaning of giving 
through my service to others. I talked about the differences I had made in the lives of children and re-
lated how good it made me feel. As I began to talk about all the wonderful people I had met, from all 
over the world, who I would not have otherwise known, he pulled out his check book and started writ-
ing a check for his membership.
